:fL r is wit h ve ry great p leasu re th at I acce pt the invitation of the Editoria l
][ Committ ee to w ri te a lett er of gree ting for the 1953 "Fetldlen." I
hope I shall be forg iven if I take th is opportunity to speak 10 parents and
teachers as we ll as to the seni or pupils.

Having spe nt twenty-eight years at Feild as pupil, teacher and prin­
cipal, I think I can claim to have some knowled ge of its stre ngth and week­
nesses. Feild has always taken pride , and justly so, in the fact that she
"p repa res boys for life." Your illustriou s Founder, Bishop Fe ild. built his
schoo l f irmly on the five g reat pillars of edu cat ion- Culture, Athletics,
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Re ligion, Discipline and Social Service. As you look about you tod ay,
you wi ll-see Old Fe ild ians in all walks of life upholdi ng the fine traditions
of the ir old school. Here in lies the stren gth of Feild; she builds "solid"

"; citizens.

Now and then, however, you wi ll find a "sq uare peg in a round
hole ." In other words, you w ill find a man who has ta ken up wo rk
unsui ted to his abi lities and temperamen t. Her e, then , is the result of
one of Feild's weaknesses; she lacks a vocat ional gu idance programme .
You may say, "But no schoo l in Newfo undland has such a prog ramm e ."
That is true bu t does it excuse Feild? You are prou d of the age of your
school and surely , because of it, you should be giving the lead to other
schoo ls by inst itut ing some sort of formal Vocationa l Guida nce Course,
be it eve r so hu mble . It is ob viou s that you canno t yet afford to have a
specia list to do th is work, but, w ith the co-operat ion of the present staff ,
the Directors and the Fe ild ian Home and School Association, a sound
programme can be de veloped at sma ll cost .

Why, you ask, am I laying such stre ss on Vocationa l Guidance?
In my present work I find myse lf daily advising people, most ly adult s,
about the ir fut ure plans: I realize more and more that choos ing one 's
caree r is no light matte r. Your occupation in life wi ll de te rmine not on ly
what you wi ll do du ring one half of your wak ing hou rs but influen ces
how you w ill live du ring the othe r half; it w ill la rge ly de termine the
friend s you wi ll make, the place wh ere you w ill live and the way in
which you w ill spend your spare time:

Unfortunate ly, you must try to choose your care er at a time in your
lives w hen you r experience has be en limited and yO'J w ill need all the
help tha t your pa rent s and teachers can g ive . Unfortu natel y, too, many
pa rents tend to take one of the th ree -stands : The first says, "Son, I have
your caree r all cut and d ried for you; do as I sa y and all will be well."
How man y lives have been ruined by such aut ocracy! A second group
of fathers says, "Son, w hateve r you do , don 't ta ke up my job." Yet there
are thousands of bo ys who happi ly and successfull y follo w in their fathe rs'
foot steps . The th ird group , possib ly the largest in this age of democracy
and equal ity, says , "Son, it's a ll up to you. You must make up your ow n
mind abou t your fu ture wor k. I wo n't interfe re in any way." This
attitude may bring disaste r eve n mo re quickly than the other two.

In my op inion, the major challenge that every Newfoundland parent
faces in th is decade, when life is becoming more and more comp lex, is
to hel p his children choose caree rs appropriate to their inte rest and abi l­
ities. Most of the squ are peg s in round holes, occupationally speaking,
owe their diff iculties to lack of planning. The time is ripe for Feild par­
ents, teachers an d boys to come together and ma ke plans so that , whe n
you are re ady to gra du ate fro m Grade Xl, you will be reasonably cer tain
that you are moving on to the sph ere of act ivity in whic h you w ill be
happiest and most produc tive . If I d ared, I would suggest that here is
a wort hwhi le pro ject for the F.H.S.A., the institu tion into the upper Grades
of a prog ramme of Vocational Guid ance.

You have, in you r years at Fe ild, been given the keys to some of the
world 's g reatest treasu res . May you have coun tless happy adv entu res ,
as you continue to open doo r afte r doo r in the age-long quest for Truth
and Beauty.

Man y yea rs ago I hea rd a se rmon on the Un just Stewa rd I have never
fo rgott en . There were three po ints-he saw what to do , he saw how to
do it, and he d id if ! The prea cher urged us who hea rd to be just as d irect
and practical abou t ou r re lig ion . May I suggest you need the same d irect­
ness in everything?

"He saw what to do." How ma ny of yo u, from Grade VII up , have
an y idea w hat you a re go ing to do when you lea ve school ? The boy
whose on ly idea is to ge t a [ob, any job, and has no prefe re nce . is usua lly
the one who won't ma ke good at an yth ing . He doesn 't know w hat he
wants, bu t wo n' t be happy till he ge ts it I If you star t now to plan for
you r futu re at least you ha ve something definite to aim at. It is bette r to
make plans fo r your futu re ca reer now , and pe rh aps change the m later
on, than to ha ve no p lans at all. The "d rifte r," who d rifts in an d out of
o ne [ob afte r a nothe r through life , se ldom makes a success of anyt hing.
Examine you r spec ial int e rests an d ab ilities now, and wit h them in mind
choose the trade, bu siness , o r profession you think you wo uld like , and
tackle your work with that in mind.

"He saw how to do it." Some lads have the ide a the purpose of
schoo l is to prepare them fo r e xaminations. It isn 't I It is to pre pa re
the m for life. liv ing in the community of schoo l, wi th its class-work, its
games, and its other ext re-currlculer act ivities , is all part of the tra ining
you need, and some of the most valuable lesso ns are those that ne ve r
a ppear on any rep o rt- ho w to get on w ith othe r pe ople, the d ifficu lt and
unf rie nd ly as we ll as the " nice g uys" ; how to wo rk togeth e r fo r a com­
mon purpose, ins tead of do ing everything to advertise h0"X cleve r you
are yourse lf; how to be a good lose r as well as a good wi nner ; and (most
importa nt of all) that life is givi ng mo re tha n getting, and serv ice of others
is fine r tha n g rab bing the best for yo urse lf.

"He did it." It's a ll ve ry we ll to d ream about the future . We need
me n of vision . But it wo n't do much good unless you tran slate yo ur
dreams into practice. The slow starter is handicapped all thro ugh life .
If you le arn now to do what you ought to do, when yo u ought to do it,
and how best to do it, w he the r in class work or g ames, Fe ild w ill have
taught you one of life's mos t wor th whi le le ssons.

Ther e 's really no need to say mo re. Now let ' s get bus y !

It is es pec ia lly gr at ifying to
note the presen ce of so many Old Feildians, promin en t in a ll wa lks of life,
who still mak e time to attend this function. I do not w ish to encroach on
the du ties of the Chai rman, bu t I really must extend a very special wel ­
come to His Honou r the li eute nant Governor and Lady Ou terb ridge. When
one considers the many du ties they are obliged to undertake , it is, to me,
amazing how the y find time to carry out a mu ltitude of wha t one might
call minor respon sibilities. Not only that , but my own experience has
been that they d isplay a very real and lively interest in all their under­
tak ings -and it is indeed a great pleasu re to have been present th is
evening. I would like to extend the best w ishes and hearty congratula­
tions of the College to Mr. Gushue , the new President and Vice-Chancellor
of the Memo rial Unive rsity . I would like , a lso, to extend a ve ry since re
welcome to Miss Milla rd, the new Hea dm istress of Bishop Spencer Col­
lege. I fe e l th at the Board of Directors has been ve ry fo rtunate in secu ring
the se rvices of this ta lented lady. Bishop Spe ncer College is in good
hands, and if the kind ly co-op e ration of the pa st few months is any ome n,
I bes pea k even closer re lation ships bet ween ou r tw o colleges in the
fu tu re. As you know, Mr. Stbson , the new Head maste r, has , as ye t, been
unab le to take up his du ties here ; consequently the presentation of a
re port by an act ing-p rincipa l must , I believe, be unique in the histor y of
the College.

Mr. House , in his last Repo rt, off icially noted his ret irement. I can ­
not, ho weve r, le t th is occasion pass without injecting a pe rsonal note . It
w as with much regr et that 1 saw Mr_ House lea ve us.

24 year s fa ithful se rvice to the College. A wa r ve te ran and a ma n of
great ab ility, his place cannot easily be filled , and ou r best wishes go
w ith him as he takes up his new duties as Secreta ry of the Newfound land
Teacher s' Associatio n. We said ' farewell' a lso to Mrs. Nosewor thy, Miss
Parso ns, Mr. Hutchings an d Mr. C. Parso ns. All were ex perienced teachers
who had done exce llent work in the ir respective positions and the loss
of so many valued people at one time was a g reat blow.

By the time school closed Mr. House had secu red the se rvices of two
new teac he rs, namely, Mr. O. Toope and Mr. J. Pinse nt, who are now in
charge of Grades VII and VI respec tive ly. The Secretary , Mr. Arthur White ,
and I, had a rather hectic summer trying to complete the Staff . Eve ntuall y
Mr. W. Sparke s was e nga ged as Games Maste r; Mr. J . Nosewor thy, B.A.,
to fill the vac ancy caused by th e non-arrival of Mr. Sibson , and , due to
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unfo reseen circumstanc es, Miss Parsons was (fortunately for us) able to
re turn to Grade IV. •

Miss Pedd le of Virgin ia School was kind enough to help us out by
taki ng charge of Grade I when we opened in September, and we extend
to he r our heartfe lt than ks. In mid-September we were very fortunate
in secu ring the ser vices of Mrs. A. Horwood as pe rmanent teac he r fo r
Grade I. Thus ou r Staff was completed.

We exte nd a hearty we lcome to these ladies and gentlemen and
trust the ir stay with us will be both pleasant and prof itable.

Provincial Exams

Our results in the Provincial Examinations for Grades IX, X, and XI,
w hile higher than the average fo r the Island, are still below what we
ex pect of our stude nts. Ou t of a total of 89 cand idates , 72 passed . In
Grade XI 80 % pas sed and half of these ob tained Honours. In Grade X
we were rather let down , the percentage pass being just under 74. In
Grade IX 90 % pa ssed .

I feel that ou r ove rall ave rage should not drop belo w 90 %, but we
can only reach and ma intain that leve l when some boys (and some par­
e nts) realize that a home work per iod is a nece ssity . It is a nece ssity if
the da y's work is to be consolidated and if the student is to de velop the
sou nd study habi ts w hich are necessary, especial ly if he intends to enter
Unive rsity .

I kno w you w ill be p leased to learn that one of ou r students , R.
Symonds, has bro ught high honours to the school. By placing first in the
Island in Church of Eng land schoo ls, he becomes the rec ip ient of the Gov­
ernor-Gene ral' s Bronze medal and we ex tend to him our hearty con­
gra tu latio ns. In games we have had a good year. We ob tained 2nd
place in the J un ior Hockey Ser ies and shared 2nd place with St. Bonave n­
ture 's in the Senior.

A pro mising basketball team tu rned ou t to be no match fo r our
op pone nts and we ended the ser ies in ce llar position.

The footba ll games this fa ll wer e very close ly cont ested in both
d ivisions- so much so that in each case the championship was unce rta in
un ti) the fina l game of the third and last round . Our teams played we ll
- but lacked one ve ry important th ing- scoring punch.

We ex tend congratulat ions to Prince of Wales College on their out­
stc.nd ing success in capturing the Senior Hockey, Basketball and Football

, titles-and to St. Bonaven ture 's for ob taining top honours in the J unior
Hocke y, Basketball and Foo tball.

What I have said may not seem to some of you to indicate .a goo d
yea r in Spo rts. Howe ver , I fee l that we must look at th ings from a dif­
fe rent, and in some respect s, a more impo rtant ang le.

Under the guid ing hand of Mr. Parsons, large num be rs of our boys
have shared in the spo rts p rog ramme he initiated . Inter-house series hAve
be en played in all ma jor games; and many bo ys have also enjo yed them­
se lves at volley ball, baseball , bow ling and table-tennis. The juniors par­
ticularly were ve ry enth usiast ic about the Annua l Spor ts. Add to these
activities the regu lar P. T. periods and I belie ve you will ag ree w ith me
that a g reat dea l of good has been do ne for a g reat many boys. And
sure ly ou r ma in objec t should be the phys ical we ll-be ing of the larg est
pos sible number.
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Having been connected with the Church lads' Brigad e since 19 17,
it is par ticularly pleasing to me to be able to report the re-establishment
of "C" Company. As ma ny of you know the company we nt "dormant"
when the various Cade t un its we re ina ugura ted in St. John's. At that
time our enti re com pany tran sferred to one or other of these units and we
had no choice bu t to close down. This spring, howeve r, we ma nage d to
g ather sufficient num ber s to re-for m the compa ny, and now it is well
established under the capable command of Captain And rew Burden.
We have attac hed to "C" Compa ny a th riving Junior Training Corps of
nearly 50 boys aged l a ta 13. This grou p is in cha rge of It. Joh n Pinse nt
and I must cong ratulate him on the very excellen t job he has don e so far .
The J.T.C. mad e its first pu blic app ea rance on the occas ion of the Brigad e's
60 th Anniver sa ry Chu rch Parade and rece ived much favourable comme nt
fo r its sma rt ap pea rance.

I wou ld like on be half of the College to extend ou r heartiest con­
gr atulations to Col. E. Best on his promotion to the comm and of the C.L.B.
Reg ime nt in Newfo undland; and to Major Gordo n Stirling on his appoint­
me nt as Command ing Off ice r of the Ava lon Bettelic n.

The socia l side of our wo rk has been carried on as usual. The Junior
Red Cross is ve ry active in the l ower School. The collection of maga zines
for various org an izations still continues, and we have been happy to help
onc e aga in in packaging T.B. Christmas sea ls for d istribution. At the
mome nt we are exploring the possi bilities of establishing a Hig h Schoo l
Red Cross orga nization in the Colleg e.

Sen ior Organization s

Next we come to ou r Se nior Organiza tions. The Feild ian Grou nds
Association has continued its good work. Both footbal l fie lds have be en
in ope ration and fu ll use has been made of the hockey pitch, baseba ll
d iamond, track and tennis cou rts. Tod ay a stu rdy ne w bu ild ing serves as
a changi ng room fo r the g irls of Bishop Spe ncer, whi le part of it houses
machinery and equipment . In add ition , a new fence has been erected
along the west bou ndary . The Assoce tion 's Theatre ve nture has been ex ­
tended and is directly respo nsible fo r the comfortable seats you now
en joy. During the ye ar the origina l debt on the Bowl ing Alleys was
wi ped out.

The Old Fe ild ian Club is at prese nt at a low ebb. In spi te of effo rts
o n the pa rt of the Off icers, not much interest is be ing show n. l ast season
a small group of hockeyi sts played several games and bo re the entire cost
the mse lves-at least they have the right sp irit. A base ball team wa s
fo rmed bu t did not have much success due to lack of inte rest on the part
of some of the playe rs. Not enough O ld Fe ildians have come forward to
offe r their se rvices as coache s.

The most dis turbing factor now, is that some of ou r best young
ath le tes are d rifting into other Clubs on leaving schoo l-and w ho can
blam e them? It is ab so lutely essential that this trend be stopped . These
bo ys must be offe red an active Club, w ith strong leade rship. What we
wa nt, and must have, is anothe r Harold Hayw ard- a man prepared to
forego the limelig ht and fa nfa re of publicity- a man w ho by sheer force
and perseve ra nce will bring back the Club of fo rmer years.

Do you fathers w ant your boys to leave schoo l with no Feild ian Club
to spons or and deve lop their athletic skills? The answe r is in your hands
- and I sugge st that all you father s atte nd the next annua l meeting .
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The Fe ild ian Home and Schoo l Assoctetion held its usuet meetin gs
during the year . Throu g h monte s raised pa int wes provided fo r the new
rink fence . I bis work has not ye t been completed and must wait over
unti l the :>pring . The aver age atte nda nce durin g the yea r hes been much
low er than it should be .

Following the Annu al Meeting in October the new slete of office rs
dete rmined on a lest-ef fort to build up membership. The ne xt meet ing in
Novemb er shewed results and upwards of 150 peo ple were presen t. We
hope this improvement ls per manent; and I believe it will be .

Feildian Ladies' Association

And now our Fairy God mothe r. The Feild ian Ladie s' Association has
had a very successfu l yea r under the d ynamic lead ership of Mr:> . Verg e.
lts wor k wes climax ed by the Annu al Sale whic h brought in ove r $1800.

Apart from
its annual assessm ents to the Board and the F.A·G.A., the schoo l ha s re­
ce ived direc tly-a donation fo r the Industr ial Arts room ,-a piano ,-a
number of new desks ,-money for the Kinderg arten depa rtmen t,-money
for statione ry ex penses,-a grant fo r repairs to ou r movie projecto r.c-e
large donation fo r hockey equipment,- a gran t for the ca re of the grounds
around the school.c- en d finally a promise to provide a new set of desks

' for Grade VIII.

Overcrowding

A brief wo rd abo ut numbers. On opening in September our num­
bers were slightly in e xcess of tha t period last year , namely 477 .

like other schoo ls we are badl y over crowded in most departments.
It is not what we would wish, bu t we have had to risk some inefficiency
in order to kee p as man y childre n as poss ible off the streets. Teacher s
cannot hope to do justice to their charges under these circumstances , bu t
at least we try. As yet there is still no sign of the badl y needed play­
room of which Mr. House has spoken sever al times in the past .

We would like to express ou r thanks to the many donor s of Scholar­
ships and Prizes , to the Department of Educat ion for liter ature, to the Film
Board for its wi lling co-ope rat ion at all times, to the Depar tment of Health
fo r its valua ble wo rk and to the nu rses of that Depar tme nt who give such
efficien t se rvice .

Ou r than ks also to Mr. Darroch Macgi llivray and the Commu nity
Conce rts Associat ion for ticket s for the sen ior boys , and to all the organ­
izations and ind ivid uals who at some time or othe r du ring the yea r have
he lped the school in an y w ay.
