This places a severe burden on the few and their class
work may suffer as a result. This is hardly fair to those who do take
an interest in extra-curricular activities and gives a strong indication
that laziness is one reason for an absence of school spirit.

But school spirit is not to be measured only by interest or lack of
it in extra-curricular activities. Indeed, it should constitute much more
than this. A person possessing a true school spirit, especially in the
case of Feild, must be proud of his school and willing to build and
uphold the good reputation of his school. He is also a person who
is a good loser and sticks by his college through thick and thin and
conunues to take an interest in its affairs after he has left school.

We at Feild have a proud heritage passed on to us by our fathers
and grandathers who possessed a strong loyalty o their College and
built for it an in the . We must hold
on to this heritage.

‘We must face up to the fact that our standing in the community
may have slipped a little in recent years and that we have no one to
blame but ourselves.

Principal’s Report

Your Honour, My Lord Bishop, Gentleman of the Directorate,
Ladies and Gentlemen :

May I on behalf of the College, extend to one and all a very
warm welcome to our Annual Speech Day and Prize Giving.

1t is particularly pleasing to me to have His Honour the Lieutenant
Governor and Lady Outerbridge prasent this evening. Few of you,
perhaps, can realize as well as I do, that the presence of Sir Leonard
and Lady Outerbridge is no mere formal appearance, but, rather is
prompted by a very real interest in the College. When Sir Leonard
headed our ARP. organization during the World War, it was my
pleasure to meet him fairly frequently within the walls of this building.
Not till then did I fully realize his great interest in the old school. In
spite of the heavy task he had undertaken, he frequently found time
for brief chats with various members of the staif concerning the child-
ren, the building and the general welfare of the College. More
recently I have had ample evidence of the continued interest of both
Sir Leonard & Lady Outerbridge, and I can assure you that this
interest is not confined to a single occasion such as this.

May I also express my great pleasure at the presence of His
Lordship, Bishop Abraham. Unfortunately, the duties of his office
sometimes make his presence at this event an impossibility; and we
are therefore extremely grateful that he is able to be present with us
tonight.

The School Year

In the Junior and Middle schools a very good year's work was
done. I say “very good” rather than excellent, because 1 feel that
none of the teachers concerned would agree with me that “excellent”
work could be done under existing circumstances. Everybody knows
that, under the present day conditions of overcrowding, no teacher
can possibly feel satisfied with the results obtained. However, I can
say, without any hesitation, that each of the teachers concerned did
an excellent job under difficult circumstances.

In the upper school the Provincial Examination results were poor;
and it is little credit to the school to say that these results were some-
what better than the general average for the province.

What explanation can be offered ? 1f we are to be perfectly frank
my explanation must come under two headings—the Dept. of Education
and the school. The practice of raising examination marks to obtain
« high minimum percent of passes, as was being done by the Dept. of
Education, is vicious, and over a period of time leads a pupil to
believe, (and rightly so), that he can obtain a pass without any real
effort. This injustice has now been corrected, but in the process last
year's candidates were the victims.
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As far as the school is concerned I have gathered considerable
information through interviews with the majority of those affected
last year, with the result that the suspicions held by the staff have
been very largely verified.

The most widespread cause is failure to do regular homework
assignments. Part of the blame, as indicated above, is due to the
lack of effort required to meet the lowered standards. But, the greater
share of blame lies with the parent. In one case investigated it was
admitted that the average amount of homework done was one night
per week. For the teacher to deal with such a situation it means a
steady up-hill fight, with the odds ﬂq(nnsl him. And all this could be
avoided if the parent d the rig ibility of seeing
that the boy stayed home and worked fer the prescribed period.

Other causes noted are as follows :—
(@) Too many drifters—even in Grade XI some have not the slightest
idea as to what they would like to do in life.
(b) Too many who, for vunous reasons, have weak academic back-
this applies to pupils

commg from oumda St. John's.

() Too many who should be doing well in a trade school instead of
being bored by the academic courses we can offer.
Are we really any nearer to a solution of this problem ?
Add to the above the usual few who have little idea of responsi-

bility and who appear never to have been taught any respect for
aquthority and the picture is complete.

The answer? There is no easy cure. The Department of Educa-
tion has made the first move by reverting to its original examination
standards. The College has already taken certain steps to bring
about a better attitude towards an improved and fuller school life—
and further moves are being contemplated. I and only if-we have
the parents behind us, can our present problems, especially homework,
be eliminated.

Athletics

For the third year in succession the school hockey teams had to
be iced with almost no practice beforehand, cnd consequently half
the games were over before any real signs of teamwork were noticable.
1 say this without any ion on the boys the weather
man alone was the guilty party. Actually, towards the end, the
improvement was such that it was hard to realize one was watching
the same group of players as had begun the series. Our Junior team
managed to capture 2nd place, while the Seniors came third.

In the basketball series we were again outclassed, but again the
Juniors managed to gain 2nd place while the Seniors had to be
satisfied with the cellar position. The really bright spot for us was
the work of Henry Mews who scored 212 points for the series, with a
high of 36 points in a single game.

This cutumn the Senior Football Series was the most interesting
in many years. All three teams appeared evenly matched and it was
a venturesome person who dared predict the possible outcome of any
one game. The championship was undecided right up to the final
game which gave St. Bonaventure's a well-earned victory.

Only Prince of Wales and Bishop Feild entered teams in Junior
competition and it was decided to play a best three out of five series.
That the teams were evenly matched should be obvious when I say
that a 6th game had to be played to decide the winner. Our hearty
congratulations to Prince of Wales Juniors who carried off the crown.

May I extend sincere congratulations to St. Bonaventure’s College
who captured all three Senior championships as well as the Junior
Hockey and Basketball.

C.LB. & J.T.C.

“C" Company, in command of Capt. A. Burden, is continuing its
good work of last year. While its numbers are still low we are
reaching the stage when the Junior Training Corps should be sending
on sufficient boys to steadily increase the number at Headquarters.
From reports received it is obvious that “C” Company is rapidly
getting back to the high level of efficiency it enjoyed before we were
forced to disband.

Lieut. J. Pinsent is continuing to do excellent work with the Junior
Training Corps. I am rather disappointed, however, that we have
not had more 10 yr. old boys seeking to join up this fall. The basic
training offered is very worthwhile and it is a pity that more have
not taken advantage of what the J.T.C. has to offer.

June Sports

This year we were extremely fortunate in having an ideal
afternoon for the annual sports. Entries from the lower school were
particularly heavy and all events were run off smoothly and with a
minimum of delay. The time has now arrived when we must consider
some division of the school or take a full day for the annual sports.
At present all the time—consuming events, such as the jumps, have
to be run off previous to the main sports and thus lessons the value
and interest in Sports Day itself.

Several new school records were established this year by the
following :— D. French—Sr. 3-mile road race & Sr. 1 mile, S. Breen—
Jr. 3-mile road race, D. Burnell—Sr. 220.

While on the subject of sports I am glad to report that a number
of our boys took part in the A.A.U. Sports at Bell Island this summer,
G. Anthony & D. French won events in the Junior Section & D. Riche
set up a new record for the Jr. one mile walk. May I note here also
that, at the recent C.L.B. Indoor Sports, the College team of D. Car-
michcel, R. Westcott and S. Breen captured the Intercollegiate Relay
race in a very thrilling & close finish.

On the social side the good work of former years is continuing—
the Jr. Red Cross is quite active, we have again helped in the collection
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of magazines for the Harbour & Wharf mission and it has been a
pleasure to assist in the packaging of T.B. seals. The work of
publishing the School Magazine was done entirely by senior members
of the school and was a very creditable effort. In the spring an open
house was held and we were very grateful at the large number of
parents who attended.

Our most recent effort to develop the social side of school life has
been the establishment of a new club which hopes to branch into
several new activities, though the primary interest is the re-establish-
ment of debating in the upper school.

The Building

Again this summer the Board of Directors has spent a large sum
of money on repairs. A large part of the end wall of the auditorium
has been re-bricked and other repair work done on the roof. All
classrooms on the main floor have now been sanded, several class-
rooms have been painted and more of the blackboards replaced by
greenboards. New machinery has been added to the Industrial Arts
room, the y has been d and largely
with fixtures and apparatus.

Staff

Several staff changes have occurred again this year. Mr. W. E.
French has left us after 18 years service to the college. Needless to
say, in that period I came to appreciate the fine teaching qualities
exhibited by Mr. French, and I cannot but express my feeling of
personal loss after such a long period of close friendship.

Messrs. W. Sparkes and J. Noseworthy who came to us only
last year have gone on to other schools. I would like to express my
appreciation of the very willing efforts of Mr. Noseworthy in carrying
through several extra assignments which he cheerfully added to an
already full timetable.

New members of the Staff are Messrs. J. Dempster, ]. Hewson and
M. Foster.

Mr. Dempster comes to us from Scotland und is chiefly engaged
in teaching Chemistry & Mathematics. Mr. Hewson is teaching
English, French & History and comes to us from England.

Mr. Foster is from Northern Ireland and has taken over the full-
time duties of Games Master.

1 would like to record here my deep appreciation of the services
of Mr. Cherrington who was responsible for putting us in contact with
Messrs. Dempster & Hewson.

The way in which all three new members of the staff have adopted
themselves to an entirely new environment has been very plecsing
to me, & I hope their stay with us will be a long & happy one.

Senior Organizations

It would almost appear that the Old Feildian Club has gone
“underground”. I appreciate that it has many difficulties to face at
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present, but, from the point of view of the school, the situation for boyu
leaving is just the same as last year. True, there have been basel

football & basketball teams but their existence has depended upon
the hard work of a few individuals rather than the Club as such. 1
hope that some sign of club activity will be apparent in the near future,
otherwise I see no course open but to build up some organization from
the school end.

The F.A.G.A.

The F.A.G.A. has had quite a successful year. It has continued
its sponsorship of the London Theatre this season, and hopes to do
the same next year. The Bowling Alleys have been renovated and
are in full swing again. The Feildan Grounds have not called for
any extraordinary expenditures this season and have been kept in
their usual good condition. In this respect the Association has been
singularly lucky in obtaining the full time services of Mr. Stewart
James who is proving a worthy successor to the late Ira Butler, whose
invaluable work we can never forget.

The Home & School Association

The Home & School Association has had a rather encouraging
year. Several guest lecturers gave very fine talks during the season.
The painting of the rink fence was completed during lhe summer.

to the Board ing several matters have been
received in excellent spirit and should result in the Association’s
being able (o plan its future moves with greater surety. The uncertain
factor is Since the iation is working for the benefit
of every boy in the school, suzely it is up to every parent to take part
in its activities.

The Feildian Ladies’ Association

The Feildian Ladies’ Association has come to the end of another
successiul year. That small but willing band under Mrs. G. H. Verge
aspires to even greater heights year by year. Their activities during
the past year are too lengthy to be recorded here in detail, but I must
mention that the Association has supplied Grade VIII with new desks
and others are on the way for Grade VIL Recently I have received
« fine donation for Gym. equipment. Recently, again, a considerable
sum has been passed to the Board to purchase modern clecning
equipment for the School.

It is with regret that I note the resignation of Mrs. Gertrude Stirling
as Treasurer of the Association. She has occupied that position for
such « long period that it is hard to visualize the group without her.
1 know that everybody will wish to join with me in thanking her for
her splendid services down through the years.

To the ladies of the Association, my deepest thanks for all you
are doing; and to all you mothers—What about joining this enthusiastic
group?
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The Gymnasium

One of my most urgent and immediate objects is 1o raise funds
to buy equipment for the gymnasium. When asked recently what
equipment was in the gym. the Games Master replied—"four walls
and a ceiling”—And that is literally the situation. It will cost in the
vicinity of $ to equip the gym. properly and while we cannot
hope to raise that amount overnight we do wish to make an immediate
start. T have already received donations from the Board of Directors
and the Feildian Ladies’ Association; and at present a x'unhex amount
of at least $250 is needed to the to
make a sound beginning.

Overcrowding & the Teacher Situation

No matter what is done it seems impossible to keep the number
of pupils down to a reasonable level. This year October showed a
new high of 493, and the numbers turned away is incredible. This
year, for the first time, I could not even begin to consider taking any
pupils from our usual elementary school sources—and the outlook
is just as grim for next September. And, it is only now that the impact
of the increased numbers pouring into the elementary schools is
beginning to be felt in the High School.

That a building programme will have to be instituted is more
evident every day. We need at least three more elementary schools
in St. John's at once, and for greater accommodation for High School
students is also of immediate concern.

Whether we like it or not these are facts that have to be faced;
and the Sooner our people can be made to realize the urgency of the
situation, the sooner a start can be made to correct it.

The teacher situation shows no improvement. Locally the number
of experienced and well qualified teachers is so limited that—if we
had not gone to the Old Country looking for them. I doubt very much
if we would have completed our staff at all. It was fortunate that we
were not short-staffed even then, since in mid-summer I had to contact
Mr. Toope & persuade him to put off a further year of Teacher's
training in order to fill a vacancy. And I am very grateful that he
cgreed.

In spite of what I have just said I want to add that we ought to
have two more teachers on the Staff. One is required for Music and
the other as a relief man. Every member of the Staff is overworked
and that cannot go on indefinitely.

Oddly enough, under the provisions of the Education Act the
elementary schools are better off than « school such as this. In an
elementary school the extra teacher allowed is just that & helps share
the work of the rest.

Here, the extra teachers are specidlists (though not recognized by
the Department as such) and have full time tables like the rest of the
staff. Hence everybody is carrying an overload and all are penalised
because we are trying to give the children a wider & fuller education.

We would like to express our thanks to the many donors of
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Scholarships & Prizes, to the various Departments of Government for
their co-operation in many matters, and to the many other organizations
and friends who have helped in various ways to assist our school life.

My personal thanks to the entire staff of the College for their
splendid & willing co-operation throughout the year, and to the boys
themselves for their loyalty and willingness to help in so many things
that occur from time to time.

CHURCH LADS BRIGADE CAMP

To every boy in the C.LB. the month of July is a very exciting
month. For it is in that month we go to camp. From the time we get
down our kitbag, until the time we put it back again, everything is
excitement. We drop into this kitbag things we don't want to forget
to take to camp; our mouth-organ, comic books, a baseball-glove and
ball, are taken out a dozen times by us before we leave, and then
one day we find that Mother has put in a pair of pyjamas and a snowy
white pillow. These too are taken out by us but put back again by
Mother a dozen times before we leave. Preparations are indeed
hectic until at last the great day arrives.

Our camp, these past two years, has been at a beautiful spacious
field, near Bear Cove, in Harbour Grace.

‘We were driven over to Harbour Grace in private cars by people
who are indeed friends to the C.LB. It was a beautiful day and the
drive around the Bay was lovely. When we arrived, the tents had
been put up and everything was in order. The Pioneer Squad had
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worked hard, and I don't think we fully realize how much work it is
to put up all the tents and get everything in readiness for the 200 boys
to spend ten days under canvas.

‘When we arrived in camp we were assigned to our tent, and our
Tent Commanders were made known to us. A Tent Commander's
been put up and everything was in order. The Pioneer Squad had
duties are to see that the boys are up on time, washed, the tent cleaned
up, and asleep, not too late at night.

The day stagts at 6.30 a.m., when reveille is played. We get up
and go down to the pump to get a wash in the cold water. If we are
not fully awake when we get up, we are after the cold wash. Next
we are given cocoa and bread, before our beakfast, by the orderly
of the day, in our tent. The orderly has to get the food from the cook
for his tent, wash the dishes, clean vegetables and carry water for a
day. After the cocoa, we clean up the tents, clean our brass and
shoes, and lay our blankets and kit-bags in an orderly fashion in front
of our tent. Then we go to prayers at 9.00 o'clock and our day really
begins with the ceremony of raising the flags. Alter prayers we have
Physical Training for a half hour. Following that, we go to breakfast
and by this time everybody is ready for whatever they pass out to us.
After inspection of our tents and ourselves by the officers, we go on a
route march around Harbour Grace, which draws quite a bit of attention
from spectators.

After dinner we have the afternoon free. If we leave the camp
grounds we must wear our uniforms, but if we stay at camp we can
wear our old clothes and play baseball, football, or just laze around
reading. We may also go swimming or fishing if we desire. After
supper, at 8.00 o'clock, we have prayers and the lowering of the flag.
At ten o'clock "taps” is played and the lights are put out. If we are
ov:r fourteen we may go out on late leave to make the chip-stores
richer.

Special events during the ten days were, the sports on Wednesday,
Communion, Church Parade, drum-head services and the parade on
Sunday through the town.

At nights during the week, different companies go on guard.
Their job is to stand guard at the gate, keep a small fire going, and
keep the boys quiet at night.

On Friday night we had a huge bonfire on the beach and the
older members attended a dance in their honour.

On the last day of camp at @ bugle note, all the tents are lowered,
wrapped, and stacked, ready to be taken to St. John's. The cars
arrive to take us home and another camp is over. We return to our
homes tanned, fat and healthy, as any minor ailments are looked
after at camp by our own Medical tent which is well equipped for
any emergency.
