F. A. G. A. Notes

The Feildian Athletic Grounds Association continues to carryon its
work of maintaining the playing fields and during the past year the
grounds have been kept in excellent condition. The most notable addi­
tion to OUf facilities last season was the provision of proper toilets for
use of the College students. The extension of the rock wall along the
south side of our property has strengthened the river bank as well as
improved the general appearance of the area.

The Association has employed Mr. S. James as groundsman during
the summer and as Assistant to Mr. Rockwood at the College during the
winter months, and the results of his devoted attention to his duties are
apparent to those who visit the grounds regularly.

The Association's income consists of grants from the Directors, Spencer
Club and the Feildian Ladies' Association and the proceeds derived from
the operation of the Bowling Alleys and the London Theatre venture.

Unfortunately, bowling appears to have lost its appeal for many former
enthusiasts and our returns last year were very limited. It is hoped
that there will be a revival of interest in this indoor sport next year;
otherwise, it may become necessary to close down the alleys for an
indefinite period.

The 1954-55 Theah'e season was the most successful that the London
Theatre group has experienced. With the advent of television in St.
John>~ there has been a noticeable taIling off in the attendance at the
evening performances. We trust that this will not have too serious an
effect on the live Theatre. The F.A.G.A. has been proud of its part in
sponsoring the London Theatre in St. John's and it would be a serious
cultural loss to the community as well as a financial loss to the College
and the F.A.G.A. if the venture should fail .

The Feildian Home and School Association invited our representa­
tives to attend one of their meetings and we were grateful for the
opportunity of discussing several problems of mutual interest.

It was at the Annual Meeting of the F.A.G.A. in 1954 that the first
mention was made of the desirability of having a Memorial erected to
the memory of the late R. R. ''''ood-a former Headmaster of B.F.C.

The idea was enthusiastically received but there was considerable
divergence of opinion as to the form the Memorial should take.
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Following several general meetings and the appointment of a small
committee, it was dpcidNI to ohtain the written opinio\l of a resperesta­
tive group of Old Feildians. It was found that seventy-seven percent
of those who reesponded, favoured the erection of a pavilion at the
Grounds. This was a wise decision. \Vhen we remember Mr. \Vood's
active participation in sport and his keen personal interest in the whole
conception of the Feildian Grounds, it is felt that the proposal would
meet with his approval and that he would be very pleased to have a
practical and very necessary structure erected to his )1emory on the
Grounds that he worked so hard to create.

So the decision has been made and the Fund opened and, to the date
of writing, seventy Old Feildians have voluntarily sent in to the Presi­
dent a total of nearly Fifteen Hundred Dollars.

The F.A.G.A. has ear-marked $5,000.00 to match these donations
dollar for dollar and it is hoped that at least 810,000.00 will be in the
Trust Fund when construction begins in the spring.

If the hundreds of Old Feildians who owe a great deal to "Woody"
and the many throughout this province and elsewhere who admired and
respectde him, will assist in like manner, we shall witness the erection
of a ~'Ionument on our beautiful grounds during the summer of 1956
that will be a worthy tribute to the memory of a great man.

Following is the Seventh Annual Report of the B.F.<":' Cautet:lI,
which covers the period beginning September 1954 and ending August
1955.

Canteen Manager for this period was Doug. Chaytor and he was
assisted in his duties by A. Leaman, Jim Mercer and.Bill Cross.

During the year Canteen Service to the School and The London
Theatre was provided. As a result of improvements made to the Can­
teen portion of the College, a better and faster service was rendered to
the boys of the School, especially during recess, which is the rush period.
By special arrangement with the F.A.G.A., Canteen Service for the Lon­
don Theatre was provided and the sum of $200.00 was paiJ to the
Grounds Association as their share of the profits 0 nthis operation.

During the year a Coco-Cola Vending Machine was purchased,
which we are paying for on a monthly basis over a three year period.
This machine has already proven its worth, both financially and other­
wise. It was operated during the summer months when the boys were
on holiday and showed a profit over and above the amount needed to
pay the monthly installments. Also, it definitely relieves pressure on
the Canteen operators during rush periods.

As a result of an errOr in compiling last year's financial statement
of the Canteen operations, it is necessary to make a correction here re­
ducing the nett profit shown to 8295.99 This error was caused by omit­
ing to charge the value of stock brought forward from the previous
year, namely $107.71, and crediting the value of stock on hand at the
end of last year, amounting to 876.35, the difference being 831.36.
