FOREWORD

When I began to write this Foreword, I found myself in some
difficulty. I needed a clue, and this the last year’s number did not
supply. And so I telephoned the Headmaster, who very kindly brought
me Volumes I and II of The Feildian, covering a period from October
1893 to June 1895. Here I found much more than a clue—the best ex-
pression in writing we have yet seen of what we have been accustomed
to call the Feildian Spirit.

It might be of interest to the boys, and to others, to know that at
first the magazine was called, “The Church of England College Maga-
zine”. When the new buildings were opened in September, 1894, the
school was re-named and called Bishop Feild College, after its great
Founder, Bishop Feild, who was Bishop of this diocese from 1844 to
1876.

A Foreword is a very proper place in which to remind the school of
the reasons for founding and continuing a school magazine. These, as
then given by the Headmaster, still hold good, and we cannot do better
than repeat what he says:

1. The great assistance which a school magazine doubtlessly is
towards establishing a spirit of esprit de corps.

2. The enormous help that a magazine can be as a chronicle of the
more important incidents in connection with the college.

3. At the end of the first year of its existence, he added a third
reason—a bond of union among all its members and a means of
ion and h of thought between past and

present members.

And so your magazine, now in its 65th year, continues to serve the
old school, in the ways, I hope, that the Headmaster, who founded it,
indicated, and also in preserving the Feildian Spirit. The contents and
format of recent issues differ greatly from the early numbers, and O.B’s
will, perhaps, think the quality inferior.

I am using your magazine as a kind of text for a message to the
school and what better message can one give than that which we find
preserved and expressed in the school tradition. This was created by
cur great founder, to whom we have already referred; by the Head-
masters and especially by William Walter Blackall the greatest we think,
of them all; the masters among whom was more than one “Mr. Chipps”,
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who will be affectionately remembered by the O.B’s; and by the suc-
ceeding generations of boys in the school. It is hard to put this spirit into
words; but we recognize it when we see it. A description of an old boy
who was Captain of the School and won the first award of the Jubilee
Scholarship, shows what an ideal Feildian is like:

“He came as near to what a perfect boy should be as possible. He
was honourable, truthful, industrious and manly. Foremost in his work,
foremost in the games. His excellence did not proceed from any particular
brilliance as from a steadiness of application to all that he took in hand
(although he was gifted with a very even mind).”

And so this tradition has been handed on by a succession of O.B’s
in high position both in Church and State and by those in humbler but
no less honourable walks of life, and is still alive and active. As we look
back we can find no better words in which to express our debt and our
gratitude than in the Latin version of the Te Deum—

Te Martyrum candiatus laudat exercitus.

During the past few years, we have had great cause to admire and be
grateful to a group of Old Feildians, who passed through every Form,
and (who), since leaving school, have taken a most active part in assist-
ing their Alma Mater, and in re-thinking how best we can meet, with the
means at our disposal, the educational needs of this and future genera-
tions.

In complete loyalty to their old school, and with faith in the Feildian
Spirit that no educational development can outgrow it, and that it will
live on as a strong and important factor in a wider sphere of service in
the new Church of England College that will include only the upper
forms and is intended to serve a larger and rapidly increasing Church
Community with all the exacting demands of this new age, and to bring
our educational facilities, opportunities and attainments nearer the ideai
set by our Founder than has yet been possible—to this, they have humbly
and unselfishly, and with marked ability, dedicated themselves. Where
the Feildian Spirit is, like this, grafter on to the new growth, the fruit by
which we shall be known, cannot but be the better.

In the first number of The Feildian, we find that at an Ordination,
on Oct. 22nd, 1893, four old Feildians were ordained—three deacons and
one priest. The College celebrated the event by a holiday on the fol-
lowing Monday.

There used to be a steady stream of ordinands; but it is to be re-
gretted that the stream is now reduced to the merest trickle which is, at
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times, not easily seen; evidence, in one direction, at least, of the weak-
ening of the Feildian Tradition. However, I am glad to tell you that on
next Sunday (the Second Sunday in Lent) an old Feildian, David Genge,
B.Sc., whose scholastic and athletic record must be well-known to you
all, will be ordained to the priesthood in St. Mary’s Church, where he was
baptized.

Is it too much to hope that some of the boys now in the school will
be encouraged by his example?

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Headmaster's Report 1955-56

Your Honour, My Lorp BisHop, GENTLEMEN OF THE DIRECTORATE,
Lapies AND GENTLEMEN:

It is with much pleasure that I extend to one and all a very warm
welcome to our Annual Prize Giving.

Each year, when I am sending my invitation to Government House, I
find myself wondering where His Honour get his seemingly unlimited
energy. One hears of a constant stream of gubornatorial visits to this or
that section of the province,—special speaker here, opening a new
building there; and in the capital a multitude of engagements, including
a number such as we are having this evening.

Lady Outerbridge is an equally enthusiastic helpmeet, and, con-
sidering the many times she has presented prizes for us, must be well
acquainted with a number of our young gentlemen.

May I, too, express my delight at having His Lordship the Bishop
and Mrs. Meaden present this evening. This is His Lordship’s first of-
ficial visit to the school since his elevation to this high office, and on
behalf of the College I extend a hearty Feildian welcome and trust that
he will honour us with his presence on many future occasions.

The School Year

At times during the past year I have been somewhat alarmed and
annoyed, at certain loose and uninformed talk concerning the state of the
College. Rumours are not easily tracked down and, unfortunately can
do a lot of damage. I propose, therefore, to give you a rather more de-
tailed account of the academic side than is usual at this time and let the
record speak for itself.

Since promotion is based on total academic achievement the figures
given will be promotion percentages.

In Kindargarten and Grade I it is usual to have 100 per cent pro-
motions. Grouping the rest of the elementary grades (II-VI), we find
that the average promtion figures were 91.2 per cent. Some people, in
considering Grades (II-IV) might think this ﬁgure is low, but we have

ded our i pre to all grades, and have
kept back all children who were obviously not ready for promotion. I
know this is contrary to the beliefs e\-pressed by some educational
authorities; I also know that some progressive-type theories do not work

out in practice and I can find not sound reason for promoting on the basis
of chronological age alone. If a child’s mental age lags considerably it is
nothing short of stupidity and cruelty to give him tasks even further be-
yond his grasp—and this is what wholesale promotion may inflict.

At the Junior High School level, (grades 7-9), the results have been
encouraging. Average promotion was 85 per cent, which is a consider-
able improvement over the previous year. Grades 7 and 8 results were
particularly gratifying, while Grade 9, though showing the lowest per-
centage for any grade—76%—was, nevertheless, much better than last
year.

Grade 10 had 80 per cent promotion, which was slightly above the
previous year.

The Grade XI Public Examination results were very pleasing. 90
per cent of the candidates passed, and 61.5 per cent of those eligible
placed in the Honour’s Division.

The overall promotion level for the College, from Grade II to Grade
XI was 88.2 per cent. Keeping in mind that we do not favour easy pro-
motion, I feel this result refutes quite forcibly any idle gossip that has
occurred.

Coming back to Grade XI I am very pleased to be able to announce,
and to congratul the following five wi of the newly instituted
Provincial Government Centennial Scholarship: A. Brown, W. Guy, G.
Simms (all Engineering) and A. Haynes and B. Manuel (both Educa-
tion).

Primarily, credit for the past year’s results must go to the entire staff.
Few laymen have any idea of the extra time and work that has been
involved over several years in reshaping and putting into practice the
present programme. The staff has worked diligently and unstintingly to
get results, and can now dare to hope that their efforts are being re-
warded. I do not ordinarily make it a practice to mention specific names,
but I feel I must commend Mr. C. J. Grant for his outstanding work
amongst the Senior boys.

Secondly, I must give full credit to the boys themselves. I believe
there is wider recognition that success can come only through greater
effort, and T also see signs of i i If-discipline and responsibility.
Another very encouraging side of the pmture is the growing number of
parents taking a more active part in school affairs.
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Staff Changes

Amongst our many problems staffing is one of the most troublesome
we have to face today.

In June we lost the services of Mrs. Horwood, Miss Dibbon, Mr.
Hewson and Mr. Dempster. Mr. Pinsent resigned during the summer
vacation. With the present shortage of teachers it was indeed a formid-
able task to try and replace such valuable personnel, but we were for-
tunate to open in September with a full staff. The newcomers were Miss
Ralph (Grade I), Mrs. Penney (Grade II), Mrs. Wilansky (Grade 1V),
Miss Haliburton (French) and Mr. Rideout (Grade IX). Since then an
exchange of teachers has brought us Miss Granter, with Miss Ralph
going to St. Thomas™ School. In welcoming these new members to the
staff T hope their stay will be a pleasant one and that their efforts will
be crowned with success.

“C” Co.and the ]. T. C.

“C” Company is carrying on a good, sound programme under the
guidance of Capt. D. Edwards. The one thing still lacking is numbers,
and in this respect I feel that some parents could help if they wished.
True, we have a large number of youth organizations compared with the
old days, and a large group of boys do belong to some group or other;
but there are still some boys who do not belong to any group. This, to
me, is not a natural attitude for any normal, healthy boy. Everybody
should be in some youth group and I see no sound reason why a propor-
tion of these boys should not join the C.L.B.

The J. T. C. has had a very successful year under Mr. Pinsent and
Mr. Toope. The programme is well planned and these juniors are very
keen. A number of those graduating from the Junior ranks are con-
tinuing on to “C” Co. A large number of boys received awards and
promtions, and seven were awarded the ]. T. C. Bronze Medal for per-
fect conduct and attendance over a period of one full year.

Annual Sports

Another well-organized Sports Day was held in June. The event
was very successful and again the number of entries from the lower and
middle school was very high. Thirteen new records were established,
and the ]. Hutton Clouston Inter-House Trophy was won by Cabot
House. This trophy is awarded on a points system covering all inter-
house activities through the year.

Intercollegiate Athletics
Hockey

For the first time in several years we were able to arrange a Junior
Hockey series. This took place at the Prince of Wales Arena. I feel that
the team did very well to take 2nd place. The boys had the spirit and
the will, but lacked any great degree of skating ability, which, under
the circumstances, is not surprlsmg

The Senior Hockey was a close-fought contest between St. Bon's
and B. F. C. and was not decided until the final game with S. B. C., which
gave them the championship.

Basketball

In both Senior and Junior we held the cellar position. This is no
reflection on the players who played a good sound game and gave their
best. Our big weakness at present is a shortage of tall boys, and anyone
who knows today’s basketball knows that height is a major factor in this
game.

Football

The Senior team managed to win the first round by a narrow margin
but could not quite hold either S. B. C. or P. W. C. after that. On a
team basis lack of weight was our weak point and may well have been
the deciding factor.

Most of the Junior games were very closely contested and often were
decided by a single goal. P. W. C. won both championships.

Our congratulations to both S. B. C. and P. W. C. for their respectve
championships in the various series.

Senior Organizations

The F. A. G. A. continues its usual work of keeping the Feildian
grounds in tip-top condition. This past year it has been largely instru-
mental in starting a move to erect a suitable memorial to the late R. R.
Wood. Backed by a large number of Old Feildians, and thanks to the
great efforts of Mr. Gordon Stirling in particular, a fund has been
opened to erect a pavilion on the west side of the grounds. This build-
mg is well under way and when completed should be a worthy me-
moroal to a true sportsman and gentleman.
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In the event that some Old Feildians may not have heard of the
appeal for contributions may I say that the fund is still open and any
donations will be duly and gratefully acknowledged.

The Feildian Ladies Association has just completed another suc-
cessful year under the leadership of Mrs. V. Steele. The usual round of
activities has been carried out, although it is rather unfortunate that the
November Sale was somewhat handicapped by having to be held in the
Gymnasium. As usual the ladies have been very generous with their
funds and, besides their usual commitments to other organizations, have
provided the school with a set of desks, money for care of the school
grounds during the summer, donations for library books, sports prizes,
hockey stockings and a large contribution towards a new tape recorder.
Recently they extended their Scholarship contribution to include Grade
XTI as well as Grade X.

The Home and School Association continued its good work through-
out last winter and, on the retirement of Mrs. Perlin in May, Mr. H.
Walters was elected to the Presidency. Several interesting meetings have
been held this fall, but, while attendance is comparatively good, there is
still a large number of parents showing no interest. The main objective
of the Association is to get these parents to meetings. I stated earlier
that more parents are showing interest in school affairs but we cannot
expect any large measure of success until all parents are playing an
active part.
Feildian Athletic Association

Our youngest Association has certainly made a very successful start
in sponsoring the various senior athletic groups. The very fine showing
of the City Junior Hockey team, the good work of the football team, the
excellent results at the summer Track Meet and last, but not least, the
winning of both Senior and Junior Baseball Championships are sufficient
proof of that.

Much credit must be given to the President, Leonard Levitz, and a
majority of the executive, who gave endless time and effort to ensurc
that the teams had adequate financial backing. That the coaches were
on the job is self-evident.

New Awards

You will notice in the Prize List two new awards for Grade XI,
namely The Tait Gold Medal for Science and the Tait Gold Medal for
Current Events. The donor is Old Feildian, H. Sinclair Tait, M.D.,
F.AP.A. (1898-1908), presently Superintendent of Weston State Hos-
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pital, Weston, West Virginia. Dr. Tait has asked to have the Science
Medal awarded to the boy with the best all-round standing through his
senior grades; the second medal is for the boy making the best showing
through his senior year in current events and world affairs. We are
very grateful to Dr. Tait for his selection of two subjects of paramount
importance today and thank him most sincerely for his interest in the
old school.
Old Feildians

May we offer our congratulations to Dr. A. W. ]. Blackler who a
few months ago was honoured by being made a Fellow of the Interna-
tional College of Surgeons in Chicago, also to Henry Carter on his
recent promotion to senior electrical engineer and Hubert Clarke to paper
mill engineer with Bowater’s. Recalling such names as Judge Kent,
and Albert Martin, general manager of Bowater’s it would seem that
Corner Brook is an attractive place to Old Feildians.

Amongst more recent Old Feildians may we offer our congratula-
tions to the following winners of Provincial Government Centennial
Scholarships: A. May (Medicine), D. Riche (Law), Wm. Brown (En-
gineering ), G. Skanes (Arts and Science).

General

May I comment briefly on general school activities. The Physical
Training programme continues to make good progress, but we have just
about reached the limit in dividing classes into smaller, more workable
groups unless further staff can be found. The Industrial Arts Depart-
ment continues to be one of our busiest and most appreciated units. The
’53 Club has had a good active year, the Junior Red Cross has continued
its activities and the whole school has participated in such projects as
magazine collections for the Harbour and Wharf Mission, folding T.B.
seals, contributions to the school magazine and helping outside organiza-
tions whenever called upon.

Our sincere thanks go to Mrs. Richards, Principal of the Model
School, who, when we were unable to secure a Chemistry teacher, came
to the rescue, and enabled us to continue Chemistry in Grade X and XI.

A word of thanks too, to the teachers in the lower school who have
combined their efforts to make possible a limited amount of group
singing.

The Canteen continues to function very successfully and I would like
to record my deep appreciation of the fine work of Mr. Bill Neal, who for
vears has acted as overseer of the project and has given freely of his
time to instil sound practical business ideas into the prefects concerned.
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1 was particularly pleased that Canon Howitt was able to be
present on opening day in September. It gave the school a chance to
thank him for his many years of generous service to the College and to
extend our best wishes for the future.

T would like to thank the Rev. Mr. Slade for his continued services
in Grade XI; the Rev. Mr. Davies for his work in Grades 1V, V, VI, and
the Rev. Mr. Allen for his willing help in Grades IX, X. This year Mr.
Davies has taken over Grades IX, X, and to Rev. Mr. Kendall, who has
kindly agreed to teach Grades 1V, V, VI, I extend a warm welcome. May
I, too, thank the Rev. Mark Genge, who so kindly assumed the duties of
Chairman for the Public Exams, and all those parents who did committec
duties during the week.

It is almost a year since we mourned the passing of Bishop Abraham,
and there is little, if anything, that I can add to what has been better said
already. In my contacts with the late Bishop there was one particular
trait I noticed that I would like to bring to the attention of the boys.
Once Bishop Abraham knew the facts of a situation, he laid his plans
and from there on action was the keynote—and he put all his energies
into the job. I strongly commend that attitude to all you students, es-
pecially the older ones. Many of you know what you want, but real
action is too long delayed. This inertia is all too common a trait amongst
adults and, sadly to say, recent events show all too clearly that it may
become the downfall of the U.N.

The Building

During the summer two major projects were carried out. All the
windows in the front of the building were repaired, and the heating sys-
tem was converted from coal to oil. The results have been very satis-
factory and it is indeed a welcome change to be able to enjoy a constant
and comfortable temperature throughout the building. 1 cannot refer to
this work without making mention of the late Arthur White who, as
Secretary, had two objectives above all others for the College. One
was to restore the full fabric of the building to first class conditions, and
the other to wipe out the debt. Much of the former was done under his
guidance, and, in fact, he had planned the window repair work for this
summer. His hope that the debt would be wiped out in 1956, has, I be-
lieve, been fulfilled. I know how keen he was to mark that event, and T
hope the occasion will not pass unrecognized.

Education

At the present time there is a growing movement in favour of Fed-
eral Aid for education. What are the facts? It is becoming more and
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more apparent throughout Canada that the provinces cannot find suffic-
ient money for modern educational needs and, in general, the less for-
tunate the province the less opportunity is afforded our young people.
in Newfoundland the Provincial Government is providing nearly the
whole sum for education and I do not see how it is possible to expect it
to provide much more. What sources are left? Municipal taxation and
Federal Aid. The popular fancy would be Federal Aid, bu?, can we in
Newfoundland expect Federal help until we have shown that we are do-
ing our utmost to help ourselves? In the other provinces education costs
are borne partly by the municipalities and partly by the province, with no
province finding more than 50 per cent of the total. Our first step,
whether we like it or not, is municipal taxation, since only then can we
approach Ottawa with a strong case, and on a par with the other prov-
inces.

So far the Federal Government has turned a deaf ear to representa-
tions made by teacher groups and other organizations. The usual answer
we get is that Education is purely a provincial matter and the Federal
Government canot interfere. This is more an excuse than a reason,
because there is no reason why a formula cannot be found through which
Federal money can be used for education without interference with
provincial rights.

Public Health costs are primarily a provincial responsibility yet the
Federal Government gives aid in many instances; Universities receive
federal aid; roads are entirely a provincial matter, yet the Federal Gov-
ernment is paying half the cost of the Trans-Canada Highway; all vo-
cational schools receive Federal help. In these cases the Federal Gov-
ernment sees prospects of some returns for the money spent. ~ Why then
the blank wall that general education meets?

If this wall can be breached, there is still another probiem to be
faced. On what basis is help to be given? To me there is only onc
answer. If, as Canadians, we give any real meaning to the democracy
we profess, the money must be divided so as to give equal opportunity
to all children across Canada. There must not be 1st, 2nd and 3rd
grade citizens in respect to educational opportunity. The Canadian
Government has subscribed to the U.N. Charter of Human Rights—any-
thing less than the provision of equal opportunity for Canadian children
makes this pledge a mockery.

F.AG.A. Notes

The Feildian Athletic Grounds Association is grateful to the Editors
of The Feildian for the privilege of inserting a few words in its pages.

The F. A. G. A. has never had, has never sought, much publicity.
We have no desire to boast. Our Athletic Grounds speak for them-
selves.

What other school has for its use such spacious grounds in such
beautiful surroundings! What other pupils have maintained for their
almost private use an excellent track, two almost perfect football pitches,
a field hockey pitch, a baseball diamond and adjoining tennis courts
which are accessible on reasonable terms.
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These facilities have been provided and maintained by a small
group of Old Feildians at a tremendous cost over a period of years.
Only on one occasion has the F. A. G. A. asked for direct Old Feildian
contributions to its funds.

Further facilities and improvements are presently being made.

Two years ago the F.A.G.A. suggested a memorial to a former
Headmaster, Mr. R. R. Wood. It was to be an Old Feildian, not an
F. A. G. A. project but the F. A. G. A. pledged its support to the amount
of five thousand dollars. Old Feildian enthusiasm was evident and one
Committee after another was set up. Later, Old Feildians were asked
to indicate the type of Memorial favoured and the financial support they
would give. The Memorial favoured was a modern dressing room on
the Grounds and the promised financial support seemed reasonable.
After a further lapse of time the F. A. G. A. decided to proceed with the
erection of modest dressing rooms and through its President, Mr. Stirling,
opened a Memorial Fund to which Old Feildians could contribute. Just
more than two thousand dollars has been contributed by a relatively
small number of Old Feildians. The Memorial will cost maybe nine
thousand dollars. Surely Old Feildians would not wish the F. A. G. A.
to be obligated beyond its pledged five thousand dollars in an under-
taking of this kind! The fund is still open. There is still the privilege
for Mr. Wood’s boys to show their esteem for their Headmaster.

The F. A. G. A. will have to look for some new source of revenue.
The London Theatre Company venture has ended. In this venture the
F. A. G. A. did have a small but annual income. For reasons other than
the loss of revenue we are sorry to see the Company go. Our associa-
tion has been pleasant, enjoyable and profitable. In our sy hip of
the live theatre we have brought to the Directors indirectly a fair
revenue.
