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FOREWORD

Education in Newfoundland is
today, as it were, standing behvecn
two worlds. Behind us we arc
leaving the "all grade school" with
its one track Academic Curriculum
~ightened here and there by such
more practical activities as manual
training and domestic science and
in a few more fortunate cases en­
riched by such arts as music and
dramatics. Ahead of us is the
High School where, separated
from smaller chidren, young adults
will from a more varied Cur­
riculum, select for study these
courses which will meet their
future needs.

Every boy in the "upper" school and every thoughtful parent knows
it is not fair to a large proportion of our boys and girls to keep on with
the limited Curriculum that it is possible to teach in schools that can
have only one class for each grade. They know also that to have a
number of classes in every grade school will mean a school so big that
it will be very difficult to manage. From knowing this it is not a big
jump to seeing the need for a High School.

We know too that all of us are not interested in doing the same
things or in learning the same subjects. Some of us like the sciences.
others like music, some want to enter University when they leave school,
some want to go into commercial life, some will wish to work with their
hands. The varied Curriculum that only the High School can offer will
do much more to meet the needs of different groups than Can be done
in the all grade school. There is a number of reasons for this which I
have not space to mention here.

Since this is a foreward to your Magazine, it must have a message.
I wish to direct this message to those boys who are in the "middle"
school.

In a few years time you will be entering High School. You will
benefit much more by your years there if between now and then you



wish to study while you are there. We all know that having a very
definite purpose for doing something is one of the first conditions for
success. By the time you reach High School you should have a fair
idea of what you want to do in life, and so be able to choose courses
that will help you.

Thank you for the privilege of writing this foreword and good luck
to you all.

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Headmaster's Report 1956-57
My LORD BISHOP, MR. CHAIRMAN, GENTLEMENOF THE DIRECTORATE,

LADIES ANE GENTLEMEN:

I am most pleased to welcome you to our annual Prize-giving and
trust you will enjoy this evening with us.

May I especially thank His Lordship The Bishop-first for being
present tonight, and secondly for so readily assenting: to give the annual
address. Knowing a little of the heavy schedule he has undertaken for
many months past he could have, quite reasonably, turned down my
request, but, like the good Feildian he is, he unhesitatingly said "yes".

I know we all regret that a chain of events has made it impossible
for Sir Leonard and Lady Outerbridge to be present tonight. Ever a
staunch member and supporter of the College, Sir Leonard managed
somehow, after assuming the office of Lt. Governor, to continue and,
if anything, increase his interest in the school. How great a help and
inspiraion he has been to me on many occasions he will never know­
and this is especially true of the early period of my headmastership. To
express what I know we all feel, I cun do no better than repeat what
I said three years ago:-"That the choice of Sir. Leonard was a happy one
has been proven time and again; and his zeal and devotion to his many
duties have become a source of pride to his fellow-Newfoundlanders."
We regret his retirement, but who can deny that it is well and truly
earned.

I was very sorry when 1 heard of Miss Millard's retirement from
our sister institution; and I have good reason to state that it was a heavy
blow to the teaching profession. During her term of office J found her
most understanding and co-operative at all times and I could not have
wished for a better state of affairs than existed between the two schools.

May 1 offer my congratulations to Miss Mollie White on her appoint­
ment as Headmistress. Our acquaintance goes back to our school­
days and I bespeak for her and the school a happy and successful future.

The School Year

The Academic results of the past school year were quite good.
Kindergarten and Grade I maintained their usual high standards, and
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the results from Grade II-Grade VI showed. a slight improvement over
last year's good level. The Junior High School grades maintained
the level gained in the previous year, with Grade IX improving its
(percentage) promotion by ten, so that 86 per cent passed. There was
100 percent promotion in Grade X, and the Grade Xl Public Exam
results showed a pass percentage of just over 96. The percentage pro­
motion for the entire school was 90.6 as against 88.2 for the previous
year.

Notwithstanding these figures there is little room for smug com­
placency. Academic problems are by no means solved, and that is
particularly true of the middle group. That measures taken by the
Staff throughout the grades are bearing fruit can no longer be in doubt,
and it is only fair to add that in the results of Grades IX and XI we
have been aided by the smaller numbers of last year.

Some mis-informed peorsons accuse us of "cramming" to get better
results. Nothing could be further from the truth. Any member of the
Staff is free to have extra classes if he has the time and the inclination.
On the other hand it is clearly understood that attendance by the pupils
is purely voluntary. Such classes are meant primarily for any student
who needs the extra help and the time that can be found for this pur­
pose is very limited when one considers the many other (and more
attractive) activities that take place after 4 p. m. I am very pleased that
an increasing number of boys have taken advantage of these voluntary
sessions and it speaks well for their growing concern to improve them­
selves. (This can hardly be called "cramming",)

I am pleased. to be able to report that the following students of
Grade Xl won scholarships:-H. Martin and \V. Bellamy-Centennial
Scholarships; \,V. Cobb-Electoral District scholarship; T LcFeuvre
The Civil Service Association Scholarship and D. Wadland -The Elks
Scholarship.

At this point I would like you to give some thought to the other
'lSpeets of school life. Mathematical figures cannot measure the other
responsibilities of the teacher, and so the work of instilling some measure
of spiritual and moral values; the effort involved. in developing a sense
of civic responsibility, a spirit of good sportsmanship and some measuure
of SeU-discipline are often overlooked. Yet these matters are every
bit as important in developing the whole child as passing an examin­
ation. And the conscientious teacher spends a large proportion of his
time in this field of endeavour.
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-; - 1 should really make lengthy reference to the excellent work of
the Staff, but by inference, both direct and indirect, I have already made
it abundantly clear that their effort and co-operation is excellent and
I have every reason to feel myself lucky to be associated with such a
willing group of teachers.

Staff Changes

This year has again seen several Staff changes. In June we lost
the services of Miss Haliburton and Miss Reichman after one year with
us, and Mr. Toope was granted leave of absence to attend Memorial
University. I was particularly sorry to have to accept the resignation
of Miss L. Coaker a teacher of long and valued experk:nce who spent
many years with us at Feild. As you know, she has taken a responsible
position at the Girl's Orphanage and I bespeak as successful a future
there as she had as a teacher. Our best wishes go with her in her new
work.

In September we welcomed the following new members: Miss Ann
Martin (Gr. I), Miss B. Snow (Gr. III), Mrs. M. Foster (Gr. IV) and
Mr. George Andrews (Gr. IX and French). Somewhat later we welcomed
Mrs. Kahey (Science, P.T. and Art-lower school) and Mr. W. Brownlee
who is looking after Grade XI Chemistry. May I say that they all seem
to be happy in their work and I hope their stay with us will be a long
and pleasant one.

"cn Co. and the]. T. C.

During the past year "C" Co. continued to make excellent pro­
gress under the leadership of Capt. D. Edwards; and Mr. Toope had an
equally enthusiastic group of J. T. C.'s. Unfortunately, with Mr. Toope
gone, there was nobody to take over the J. T. C. in September until Mr.
Murdock came to the rescue some weeks ago.

At present both groups are operating steadily, but numbers are
far below what they might be and I would like to see more new recuits
coming forward to take advantage of the excellent training offered.

The Annual Sports Day was a decided success. In the Junior School
(K-Gr. V) practically 100% participated, and in the three Senior sections
about 70% of the boys entered at least one event. Eleven new records
were established and the average standard of performance was high.
Victors Ludorum were: llyr. group-Barry \Valters, Jr.-John Downer,
Intermediate-Fred Riche, and Senior-Craig Foster.
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The Cross-Country run saw a good tum out in the Junior Section but
far too few in the Senior, Junior winner was G. Earle and Senior D.
Earle.

On the basis of points given for inter-house competitions, sports and
Cross-Country the Hutton-Clouston Trophy was won by Cabot House.

Intercollegiate Athletics

Hockey

The senior HO<?key series opened in a rather gloomy atmosphere.
Prospects of a strong sporting contest were dimmed because of the loss
of our three st.'tr players in Pre-season injuries. In spite of that the boys
fought every inch of the way and gave a very creditable performance.

In the Junior Series we fared no better, but again the players gave
their best against stronger competition.

The surprising thing about both series was that the boys gave such
a good account of themselves. With few exceptions the main trouble .eo
is skating inferiority and no amount of hockey "know-how" can com-
pensate for that handicap which must last as long as we have no ice
swface of our own.

P. Clarke of the Senior team was awarded the trophy for the Most
Gentlemanly Player.

For the second year we entered a team in the Grammar School
League. This group headed section A with three wins and no goals
scored against them. In the finals against Prince of Wales College,
winners of Section B., we captured the Championship in tvvo straight
games. Our congratulations go to the Captain, T. Foster, and his team
for winning the trophy, and to I. Snow who won the best goalie award.
Success in this division was in no small measure due to earlier develop­
ment of skating ability while in the Pee-Wee groups.

Ba.ketball

College basketball has suffered the same fate as basketball through­
out the city. Except for a few enthusiasts nobody is interested and
last season proved that beyond any doubt. Under the circumstances the
Intercollegiate League has decided to drop basketball this year and we
will be able to devote more time to inter-House competition.

After a rather weak start the Senior team came back to make a
three-cornered tie at the end of the second round and as a result the
championship was in doubt up to the last game which gave St. Bon's the
championship.

The Juniors kept quite a favourable position up to quite late in the
series but dropped their final game with St. Bon's Juniors to give them
the championship. All teams were affected by the flu' epidemic which
held up the series mid.way and the weather man was unusually unkind
to us this year.

We offer our heartiest congratulations to the various Championship
teams of St. Bon's College and Prince of Wales College.

Senior Organizations

The F.A.G.A. has had a busy year. The tearing up of parts of the
grounds due to municipal activities has kept a number of people busy
seeing that everything was restored to proper order again. Also, in
addition to the usual season's work, there was the erection of the Mem·
orial Pavilion. This pavilion is now complete except for a few minor
jobs and it is hoped to hold the official opening next June, probably on
Founder's Day. May I point out that the cost of this building is being
borne by Old Feildians and not the F.A.G.A. only. I know that Mr.
Gordon Stirling as head of this project would be only too glad to receive
subSCriptions from any Old Feildians who have not yet contributed,
especially those who were pupils under the late R. R. Wood.

The Feildian Ladies Association has just ended another successful
year of activities. Under the energetic leadership of Mrs. E. Reid the
ladies have had a very busy year and, as usual, have placed funds at my
disposal whenever needed. I am very pleased to know that there has
been an increase in numbers and I hope that even more will join. At
this time too I would like to express my appreciation for the continuous
support of several ladies who for some years have continued their work
although their boys have long since left school. Particularly have I
noticed the presence of Mrs. Murdoch who, although she lives a long
distance away, rarely, if ever, misses a meeting.

The Home and SrJ,ool AssociatiQn, in spite of building up a reputa·
tion for picking bad weather for meetings, has operated quite s.uccess­
fully during the past year. An energetic Planning Committee saw thai
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there was plenty of variety offered and some meetings were excep­
tionally interesting. My congratulations to Mr. H. 'Valters on his
election to the Presidency for another year. The Association has already
made a good start this fall and further interesting meetings are due after
Chrishnas.

The Feildian Athletic Association has had a year of great activity
with teams competing in just about every sport.

Few people realize how much money it costs to keep these teams in
competition and much credit must go to that small band of workers who
have spared no effort to keep the Association financially sound. Within ~-

the next few months it is hoped to organize a membership drive and we
hope all "old boys" will give their support in this way, as well as from
the side-lines.

This past year the Association sponsored 8 teams and we should
remember that this is the organization that is ready to take any boy from
any of our Anglican schools and give him the opportunity to continue
in any branch of athletics he wants when his school days are over. Your
support is deserved and is needed.

Last year both Hockey and Baseball seniors made the play-offs. The
Junior Hockey team WOIl the first round and have recently repeated that
feat. The Junior Baseball team won lhe St. John's championship. Both
Senior and Junior track and field teams made very good showings. The
seniors won the Feildian Athletic Association sponsored track meet at
Feildian grounds and were winners of both the "'Evening Telegram" and
"Daily News" trophies.

General

Junior Red Cross, support of the Harbour and Wharf Mission, some
debating and public speaking, practical support of the T.B. Association,
Poppy Day Appeal, Korean children and other worthwhile projects con­
tinue to be part of our regular programme. A number of Seniors get
practical benefits from running the school magazine and canteen. Our
Industrial Arts section has reached the limit of what can be done with
split classes so that it is imp......sible to extend the work upward with only
one teacher to do the work

In the Physical Education programme [ feel that too many boys,
particularly in the Senior school, do not appreciate sufficiently that this
work is planned scientifically, grade by grade. and that it provides the
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~ fundamental skills for all branches of athletic endeavour. There should,
therefore. be many more boys attempting to win positions on various
teams which would also help our objective of having every boy take part
in sport.

May 1 again extend my sincere thanks to the Rev. Canon Slade,
Rev. S. J. Davies and Rev. ~'[r. Kendall for their great interest and help
in the religious programme of the school. And to Mr. Gerald Facey and
the group of ladies who so kindly helped out during the week of the
Public Examinations.

The Building

During the summer major repairs were done to some of the electric
wiring and to the windows which had been left from last year. It is
very disappointing to find that, in spite of Authorization by the Board,
certain projects were not touched and others were left incomplete. Might
I respectfully suggest that, in future, any contractor given the repair work
be bound by his contract to complete his work within a stated period, so
th~t our school work was not inconvenienced.

Education

Much t.:..>uld be said about the present educational crisis throughout
Canada but since at present stress is being laid on the University situation
It is hardly suitable for this particular occasion. I would like to quotel
briefly from an address by Dr. Sydney Smith at that time President of
the University of Toronto and now Minister of External Affairs in the
Federal Government. He states-"Young men and women ... must
rely on us for the present, but we must rely on them for the future. We
must develop their powers to the full, for their own sake; and for the
!>ake of the country and the world in which we live.'" Now, while he was,
no doubt, thinking at the University level, the statement obviously ap­
plies throughout our school system. This brings me to the point I want
to discuss-the poor results in the Grade IX Provincial Exams this year.

The most popular reasons advanced seem to be-too many inexper­
ienced teachers, overcrowded classrooms, poor teaching, poor homework,
too much T.V.• radio and other attractions. I think we can say ""partly"
in each ca~e not f~rgetting that some areas have not T.V., some schools
are not overcrowded and so on. Let's go a bit further! Personally, I
believe the Grade IX troubles start very low in the schools, accumulate
Grade by Grade and only become glaring at Grade IX when our children
face the common level set by the Public Exams.
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Survey the text-books--e.g. English and Arithmetic-in the lowel
school and you will find such weaknesses as overlapping, gaps, in­
sufficient challenge and units broken into bits and pieces so that if the
teacher does not bring them together the picture is never complete. By
the time children reach Grade IX there is every evidence of poor reading
and comprehension, of inability to think and reason, a very limited
vocabulary and an appalling ignorance of ordinary composition.

Further, having by chance been able to take in several children from
school we don't ordinarily have contact with, it is very obvious that there
are no standard levels for grades any longer. So this is another clue to
our troubles. What can be done quickly to change this situation?

(1) Teachers who have not already done so need to assess the situation
and bridge the weaknesses in the text books.

(2) Stop wholesale promotion, which seems to have been going on
whether it was earn~d or not.

(3) Take the emphasis off work-hooks and objective tests-spend more
time developing comprehensive reading and composition ability.

(4) Use whatever means available to increase vocabulary.

(5) See that the course outlined for each grade is properly covered each
year.

(6) See that a healthy attitude towards discipline is maintained and
press hard for self-discipline.

(7) Take advantage of all those things which make modern education
more attractive to the child, but remember that there is no 'royal
road' either in school or in later life.

If you think that children are different from "our day"~forget it.
Basically they are still the same as ever and have a better fund of
knowledge than we ever had. Times are changing and so must we; but,
meanwhile, are we adults helping or hindering our childrens' future by
giving them too much money; making life too easy by indulging them in
all their wants; and by abandoning all pretense of discipline and home
help?
