The Coat-of-Arms is comprehensive and attractive. The escutcheon,
which is of ornamental design, is charged with a “chief” or band of
azure from the right upper corner (dexter chief) to the left upper
corner (sinister chief). The section of the escutcheon below the chief is
divided into quarters by a cross patonce, that is, a cross, each limb of
which has three points. The ground of this lower section is argent or
white. In the upper right-hand quarter (looking at the shield as if
bearing it) is the lamb and flag, representing St. John; in the lower right-
hand quarter a sheaf of corn, representing the Feild family; in the upper
left-hand quarter is the lion-rampant, representing the Jones family; and
in the lower left-hand quarter is a fore-and aft schooner, all sails set,
representing the fishing industry of the country. On the chief are
emblazoned the rose, thistle and shamrock to represent the British
nationalities, and on the centre of the cross an open book. Over the
escutcheon is a bishop’s mitre, shewing our connection with the Church,
and in the riband below is our motto—"Non moritur cujus fama vivit,”
which, put in plain English, is to say, “He never perishes whose fame
lwes.”
