LONDON, Dee. 27.—Coast-
al command aircraft disabled
a German patrol vessel with a
direct hit from a bomb and
damaged and silenced three
German Dronier bombers in
what ‘the Air Ministry de-
scribed as a day of minor en-
counters in the North Sea be-
tween the R.AF. and enemy
air and surface craft. The
Ministry said in one aerial
fizht a British plane dropped
bombs on a German plane as
he dived towards the enemy.
