"EDITORIAL COMMENT
Still At Large? ’

The other evening an announcement was
made over the Berlin radio that Prime Minist.
er Churchill and Premier Stalin had arrived
in Canada, and were on their way to a confer-
ence with President Roosevelt, says the Ne“
Glasgow Eastern Chronicle.

We venture that not many paid and atten-
tion to the story, but it came vividly to peop-
le’s minds when the public announcement the

- next evening was that Prime Minister Church
ill was really in Canada.

It is evident that there is a subversive leak
in Eastern Canada that has not yet, after
three years of war, been caught up with.
Somewhere in this province there is to all ap-
pearances direct communication with the ene-
my, and by fair means or foul it should be
smashed, and that without delay. Nothing
should be taken for granted, but let the probe
go to the bottom of things.

Occasionally an interned prisoner escapes,
but he is soon rounded dp, as all the forces
are turned loose to apprehend him. .

This other form of underground enemy is
more dangerous than the escaped prisoner,
and greater effort should be made to contact
and bring him to justice.”

- Trans-Atlantic Air _Service_

The increasing speed of air service is indi-
cated by the fast time made on the round trip
of a big plane operated by Trans-Canada Air
Lined crews in the newly established Canad-

- jan Government wartime trans-Atlantic ser-
vice. The plane which took off from Montreal
airport late on a Thursday afternoon, reached
the British Isles in the record time of 12 hrs.,
26 minutes, landed early Friday morning.
With .just over twenty- four hours on land,

~ the same plane started off for Canada on Sat-
urday afternoon and arrived in Montreal Air-
port early Sunday, 15 hours and 6 minutes
after take off, having faced rainstorms
throughout the entire crossing. Thus, less
than 72 hours, or three days as Canadians us-
valfy mark time, were required to traverse ap-
proximately 6,000 miles, with a bit of a
breather in between. The eastbound trip
from Montreal .-was a record, clipping off 25

- minutes from the previous best non-stop
flight from Montreal to Britain. On both
trips large consignments of army mail were
carried. On the record-breaking eastbound
trip the plane was in charge of Captain Ron-

- ald F. George, operations manager of Trans-

American Fighters

There is something satisfying to the soul
of all Americans in the heroic«deeds of our
fighting men They are stamping the character
and the reputation of America on the pages
of history. For they are a part of us, not se.-
lected for superior bmvery, and the way they
comport themselves in this world, crisis will
give the meaning that the words “America”
and “American” will have for present and
future generations. :

The fighting qualities of Americans of the
past could not leave us in doubt that the
American soldier would stand up to any other
fighting man on earth. But it ig gratifying
to have it freshly demonstrated. It was well
known that German and Japanese soldiers
were fanatical fighters, taught from early
youth that they were destined to be conquer-
ors, and that death for the fatherland was a
high honor. Americans, on the other hand,
were brought up in the ideals of peace; be-
lieve in the theory of “live and let live,” and
in the policy of nations living together com-
fortably as good neighbors so the military
fanatics judged them “soft.”

But there was nothing soft about the act of
Capt. Colin Kelly catapulting himself with his

load of bombs onto the deck of a Japanese

"battleship. There was no softness in the
take-off for Tokyo by Jimmie Doolittle and
his flyers when they saw no chance of getting
back to friendly land. If death was deliberate
ly slapped in the face it wag when Command-
er Howard W. Gilmore, wounded on the deck
of his submayine, gave the order, “Take her
down,” which saved his men and his ship, but
not limself. Nor was there a lack of hard-
ness in that company of Capt. Richard L. Har-
ris, which, from the wheat field at the bottom
of Hill 528 in Tunisia crawled up the slope in
the face of German mortars and machine guns
—crawled up by twos and threes, and then by .
ones, as the number grew smaller.

Every day brings us new stories of such
heroism of our men. Again Americans are
demonstrating their mettle,—It makes all of

us thrill with pride at being .—\meric_a_m.

Another question whlch hag
been a bother to most every-
one, namely, that of dividing
Union fees, has now been sat-
isfactorily settled. The method
followed for the past three
years was that men working
in Deer Lake, Corner Brook,
areas who belonged to the New
foundland Lumbermen’s Union
paid into the Company’s office
their Union fees. The fee was

then divided. Half of it went

to the Unions operating in the
areas, the other half to the
Newfoundland Lumbermen's
Association. Consequently
hundreds of men could not be
made members of any Union
because the Union of which
they wanted to be. members
did not receive sufficient fees
from them to justify register-
ing them as members. This
state of affairg will now be

I am also happy to be able
to state that we have now
reashed the place where we
consider ourselves fwm'kmg
under a closed shop system in
the woods. Anyone who has
made up his mind not to sup-
port a Union may go a little
further and make up his fmind
not to come té the woods now
or in the future. What I have
said here will give rise to
many , varied questioms as to
the vafue or otherwise of Lab-
our Unions,( and so I may as
well state clearly my opinion.

I have held the belief that
every class of work in New-
foundland should have its
union, and only one. 1 cannot
find any reason tobelieve that
several unions trying to make
bargains for one class of work
is either essential or conducive
to success. Whilé that is so in
the Loggers case, the Logger
in my opinion is partly, if not
totally, responsible for the pos-
ition in which we find our-
selves today, and 1 can only
hope that at some near future
date the Loggers -will them-
selves fully realize that and
get together in their own
interest.

In all my negotmtions mth
the paper mills’ managements
I have never seen the slightest
mdmﬁon that they were div-
ided in their opinions or that
they possessed different views.
When they can say that of us
it will be far easier to deal
‘with them, and our advantages
‘will greatly increase.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS
AND REASONS

A Bill, “An Act in Relation
to the Licensing of Life and
Accident Insurance Agents”
has been read a first and
second time by Commission
and published in the Newfound
land Gazette of 17th. August,
1943, for public comment.

The licensing of Life Insur.
ance Companies is governed by
the Insurance Companies’
Acts 1906-1919, and of Accid-
ent Insurance Companies by
the Accident Insurance (Licen
sing) Act, 1939. The present
Bill provides for the licensing
of agents acting in Newfound_
land on behalf of such Compan
ies, and follows closely similar
provisions in Canadian provine
ial legislation.TheBill gives pro
tection to the public by en-
suring that agents fulfill cer-
tain requirements before they
can obtain a license, and by
preseribing certain rules gov-
erning their conduct as agents.
It provides further safeguards
against persons soliciting or
writing insurance in Compani_
es which are not licensed to do
business in Newfoundland and
which have not fulfilled the
conditions, such as the deposit
of securities in the case of
Life Insurance Companies, re-
quired by the law.

Any person or persons de-
siring to make representation
regarding the enactment of
this Bill should do so in writ-
ing to the undersigned not
later than the 30th. September,
1943,
